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Введение

 Пособие направлено на привитие навыков владения основными грамматическими структурам за весь курс обучения английскому языку в рамках школьной программы. Пособие состоит из 2-х книг «Book one” и  “Book two”
Книга первая является рабочей книгой. Что означает, что ребенок, который работает с этой книгой, выполняет упражнения самостоятельно, вслух произнося предложения.

Книга 2 является ключами к каждому упражнению. И учащийся,  который имеет в руках эту книгу, внимательно следит за правильностью выполнения упражнений обладателя Книги 1. Он должен говорить, правильно ли сказано предложение,  поправлять, требовать повторять правильный вариант, подсказывать незнакомые слова.

Когда упражнение закончено, учащиеся меняются книгами. Другой участник диалога выполняет это упражнение еще раз.

Важно, чтобы вначале выполнял упражнение более сильный ученик. Это дает возможность стимулировать более слабого к работе, знакомит его с материалом и помогает выполнить правильно упражнение, и освоить материал. Сильный ученик при этом, помогая более слабому, сам запоминает все нюансы грамматических структур.

 Я попыталась использовать очень простые упражнения для того, чтоб обучить владению не только структурой , но и изменениями, которые происходят в разных временах и вопросительных и отрицательных формах предложений практически всех структур.
